Article 2.

The Tournament will take place on the Serao beach in Gaeta at the Aurora and Miramare establishments, from 23 June 2023 to 25 June 2023. The Organizer may change the date and venue due to external factors.

Article 3.

The objective of the tournament is the promotion of beach handball and its dissemination among the youth categories. At the end of the Tournament, the three best-placed teams in all categories will be proclaimed, as well as the best players (MVP, Best Goalkeeper, Best Defender, Top Scorer) of the senior competition. The teams will be rewarded with points according to the rules of the European Beach Handball Tour.

Article 4.

Teams interested in participating in the Tournament must submit their application online via the official website by 11:59 pm on June 11, 2023. The application form is available on www.gaetahandball84.it Furthermore, it is possible to register the team via e-mail :calisecup@gmail.com

Participation cancellation is possible by e-mail until the late registration deadline (in case of cancellation, 50% of the participation fee will be returned to the team).

All inquiries regarding the program and playing times, the team manager must send by email until the public draw of the group.

Article 5.

The early registration fee for senior teams is €200 and is available until 15 May 2023. The registration fee after this date will be €250 by 11 June 2023.

U18 (€60 per team), (players born in 2005 and younger;

U15 (€20 per team (players born in 2008 and younger;

kids categories: free (players born in 2013 and below).

When making mandatory payments, under the description you need to enter – “CALISE CUP Participation Fee” and your team name.

Article 6.

The Tournament will take place according to the schedule established by the Organizer in agreement with the main referees and delegates of the Tournament.

The competition will start in group stages.

Teams will be ranked based on:

points earned

highest number of points obtained in the match played between the teams in question

greater difference of periods in matches between the teams in question

greater goal difference between the teams in question

highest number of goals scored in matches between the teams in question

highest number of goals scored in all matches.

If this procedure does not lead to the final ranking of the group, the same will be decided by drawing lots.

"Teams in question" means the remaining teams for which it was not possible to establish the classification on the basis of the previous classification criteria.

After the group stage, the teams will continue with the knockout stage in which we will be able to declare the winners of the Tournament.

Rules and tournament proposals for the U18, U15, U12, U10 categories, senior teams:

All teams (players and officials) must be dressed uniformly during the match, according to the official rules of the game.

All matches must be played in 2 × 10 minute periods and, according to the Official Rules of the Game, each period is scored separately. Due to ulterior circumstances, the match time may be shortened (match options are 2 × 7.5 min, 1 × 10 min and maximum 2 × 5 min).

If the result is tied at the end of a period, the winner is decided by a "Golden Goal" method (the winner of that period is the team that scores the first goal).

If each team wins a period, the result is a draw. If so, the winner is decided by a "Shootout" method ("A player against the goalkeeper").

The winner of each match scores two (2) points, while the losing team scores zero (0) points, for both 1:2 and 0:2 losses.

A team that does not appear in the match will be penalized with –1 point.

If two or more teams in the group have the same number of points, their ranking is determined as follows:

Highest number of points obtained in the match played between the teams in question

Greatest period difference achieved in matches between the teams in question (Shootout also counts as a period)

Greater goal difference achieved in matches between the teams in question

Most goals scored in matches between teams in question.

Most goals scored in all matches.

If this procedure does not lead to a final group ranking, the same will be decided by drawing lots.

A maximum of 12 (twelve) players per team can play during the tournament. The team can register up to 10 (ten) players on the scoresheet and 2 (two) managers for each match.
